NORTH CULTURE
EXPLORATION TOUR 11 DAYS

Beijing | Taiyuan | Datong | Mt. Wutaishan | Huhhot | Xilamuren | Baotou | Yinchuan | Pingyao

Day 01 Arrive in Beijing ( PEK or PKX )

Upon arrival at Beijing International Airport (PEK or
PKX) or train station, you will be met at the airport by an
excellent guide who will take you back to your hotel for
rest. (There may be a wait at the airport/station, which will
not exceed 2 hours).

Day 02 Beijing / Yinchuan B/L/D

Fly to Yinchuang in the morning. Yinchuan is a place
featured with the ancient Yellow River Culture, distinctive
Islam culture, unique Western Xia Culture, and frontier
fortress culture. Have a tour to the Shahu Lake.

Day 03 Yinchuan / Baotou B/D

After breakfast visit the Helan Mountain Sculptures. Visit
the Western Xia Tombs, the tombs were originally created
by the founder of the Western Xia Kingdom at around
1,000 years ago. Now there are 9 main tombs and 140
annex tombs left, containing various important personages,
relatives, concubines or empty spaces. Take high speed
train to Baotou in the afternoon.

Day 04 Baotou B/L/D

Visit the Kubugqi Desert, it is more a place of natural beauty
than of historical importance. In the afternoon, visit
Genghis Khans Mausoleum, the biggest attraction in this
party of Inner Mongolia. The Mausoleum attracts
thousands of visitors every month, and has been elevated to
the status of a holy site

Day 05 Baotou — Xilamuren — Huhhot B/L/D

Take coach to Xilamuren Grassland, it is the first grassland
tourist attraction opened in Hohhot. Xilamuren means
yellow water in Mongolian. The best time to visit the
grassland is in summer and autumn. At this time of year, the
pleasant climate, the blue sky and white clouds, the rolling
grass, the wandering flocks and herds, the passionate
herdsmen and their Mongolian food will undoubtedly
leave you with a deep impression. Drive to Hohhot in the
afternoon.

Day 06 Hohhot - Datong B/L/D

Visit the Tomb of Wang Zhaojun, one of the four beauties
in Chinese history. Take train to Datong.Dazhao Temple is
a famous Gelu temple of Tibetan Buddhism.After lunch,
head to Datong and check into the hotel after dinner.

Day 07 Datong B/L/D

After breakfast, visit the Yungang Buddhist Caves, which
are among the unsung wonders of China’s historically rich
heritage. The caves are cut into the southern cliffs of the Mt.
Wuzhoushan, and contain over 50,000 statures and stretch
for a kilometer east to west. From the 56-foot Seated
Buddha to tiny figures just a few centimeters tall, every wall
and archway is crammed with carvings, including serial-
type representations of scenes from Buddhist mythelogy
and the lives of famous monks.

Day 08

Datong - Hunyuan — Mt. Wutaishan B/L/D
Take coach to Mt. Wutaishan after breakfast, Visit the
Hanging Temple and Wooden Buddhist pagoda on the
way.

Day 09 Mt. Wutaishan -Taiyuan B/L/D

In me morning, sightsee at Mt. Wutaishan- one of China’s
sacred Buddhist mountain areas. Visit the Wanfo Temple.
Tayuan Temple, Xiantong Temple, Bodhisattva Peak.
Drive back to Taiyuan after lunch.

Day 10

Taiyuan - Pingyao — Taiyuan /Beijing B/L
Take coach to Pingyao Ancient Town in the morning; visit
the compound of Family Qiao, which is the model residen-
tial compound of Shanxi Province. Take a bullet train to
Beijing in the evening.

Day 11

Departure from Beijing ( PEK or PKX ) B

After breakfast, head to Beijing Airport (PEK or PKX) or
high speed train station to finish your pleasant trip.
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
